Thanks to our generous donors, faithful shoppers and dedicated staff, Goodwill
Industries of the Redwood Empire has again been able to expand our programs and
services to the communities we serve while continuing to grow our financial stability.

This past year we opened a new store in Cloverdale, relocated our Roseland Store to
a larger, more visible location and opened a number of new attended donations centers.

Our Workforce Development Division has successfully competed for renewals of
existing contracts, obtained program enhancements and started new programs with
our state and local government partners.  Notable this year was the new Wellness and
Advocacy Center, a peer managed and operated center for people with mental health
disabilities.

We continue to improve our recycling efforts, particularly in the area of electronic
waste. To compliment our program that has diverted over 800,000 pounds of e-Waste
from our landfills, we have partnered with the Sonoma County Waste Management
Agency in Countywide collection efforts.  We received awards from the North Bay
Leadership Council and North Bay Corporation for innovation in our e-Waste
recycling efforts.

We still have much that we can accomplish, but thanks to a committed staff and
supportive community, we are continuing to thrive and fulfill our mission.
